Town of Huntingdon – Mayor, 4 Council Members (4-year term)
City of McKenzie – 3 Council Members: 1 per Ward I, IV & VI (4-year term)
City of Trezevant – Mayor, 3 Aldermen (4-year terms)

Legitimate Write-In Candidates must fi le by the qualifying deadline, which is the 
50th day before Election, September 14, 2020 at NOON.

EARLY VOTING: October 14-29, 2020, Monday-Friday 8:30 a.m.-4 p.m.
 October 17 & 24, 2020, Saturday(s) 9 a.m.-NOON

Federal or Tennessee state government issued Photo ID is now required to 
vote, unless an exception applies. College student IDs will NOT be accepted.

Elderly voters or voters with a disability assigned to vote in precincts wherein the polling 
place is not accessible may vote at the Election Commission Offi ce on Election Day. 
Such voter shall complete an affi davit at the Election Commission Offi ce stating that 
such voter’s assigned voting location, to the best of the voter’s knowledge, does not 
comply with the provisions of Public Law 98-435 of the 98th Congress. The affi davit 
must be received by the County Election Commission not less than ten (10) days 
prior to the fi rst election in which the voter plans to vote at the Election Commission 
Offi ce. AFFIDAVIT must be received by October 26, 2020 (NBD). As an alternative, an 
elderly or handicapped voter assigned to vote in a precinct where the polling place is 
inaccessible MAY VOTE during the EARLY VOTING PERIOD. 
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
